UNSUNG HERO OF THE YEAR
AT THE 2017 BMW HOTELIER AWARDS

December 19, 2017 — Two personnel of luxury integrated resort City of Dreams Manila
bested their peers in the Asian region at the recently concluded 2017 BMW Hotelier Awards
in Studio City, Macau. Director of Housekeeping Judith Matubis and Emergency Response
Team Supervisor Michael Lumbres were named as Asia’s Rooms Hotelier of the Year and
Asia’s Unsung Hero of the Year, respectively. They were among the 24 winners in the two
awards categories for Greater China and Asia.

Judith was recognized for her more than four decades of innovative contribution to
housekeeping as a vital component of hotel operations.
