With The Tasting Room’s new and elegant location at the ground level of NÜWA (just across its 

previous location) and new Chef de Cuisine Frederic Thevenet who brings with him an extensive 

30-year culinary background working in Michelin-starred restaurants across Europe and Asia, dad’s 

discerning palate will be delighted with the modern French restaurant’s new degustation and ala 

carte menu.   

 

For an exquisite dining experience during Father’s day, dads can indulge in a four-course 

degustation menu that includes Beetroot with Angostura, Comte Cheese, Spinach; Lobster with 

Curry & Apricot, Chicken with Asparagus and Morels and Halo-halo & Baba Rum with Mango. The 

choice of a six-course degustation menu has additional dishes of King Crab with Scallop, Oyster, 

Cauliflower Jelly, Cucumber & Dill and Egg with Caviar and Haddock.  

 

The a la carte menu includes starters such as Oyster with grey shrimp, apple, cauliflower, beef 

gravlax, and Sarawak pepper; Foie Gras with apricot, figs, brioche, black olives, coco royale, crab, 

ham, and cuttlefish; and Asparagus with red wine pistachio, blue cheese, velvet soup, faiselle, and 

egg yolk. The Cod with parmesan, leeks truffle, and Iberico ham; and the Scallops with caviar, 

horseradish, rice, and caramelized onions comprise the seafood courses while the Pigeon with 

stuffed cabbage, Mostarda di Cremona, spinach, ginger, and calamansi; and the Wagyu Beef with 

Pot au Feu Broth, asparagus, leeks, sugar snaps, spelt, green curry, and porcini are the venue’s 

meat dishes. 

 

The four-course menu is at P4,788++ per person and a six-course menu is at P7,600++. Wine 

pairing is offered at an additional P2,000++ and P2,800++, respectively.
